9. Participating Teams:

Boxers:

   All AIBA affiliated associations in good standing are eligible to send ONE senior women boxer (age 17 to 34) to participate in the competition in the above 13 weight categories. One reserve per weight category may be entered. Only reserve athletes that have been entered on the final entry list are allowed as replacement. 
   B.  
Number of Team Officials:

Each country can send the following number of officials in their delegation:

· 1-2 boxer 

 1 official/coach
· 3 to 5 boxers  
 1 coach and 1official

· 6 to 9 boxers 
 2 coaches and 1official

· 10 to13 boxers  3 coaches and 1 official

In addition, each team may be accompanied by one team doctor, whose numbers shall not be included in the above figures.
10.  Boxing Equipment: 

The Organizing Committee will provide the boxing gloves, headguards and hand bandages to all boxers for all bouts.

Boxers may bring their own headguards, however, these must be manufactured by one of the AIBA Official Boxing Equipment Licensees.
